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NOJAC General Knowledge Test

write the NOJAC General Knowledge Test (Test). The results of the Test determine those
applicants that proceed in the application process.

Only invited applicants, who have provided NOJAC with written confirmation of their attendance no
later than December 31, 5:00 pm, will be allowed into the test area to write that year’s Test.

NOTES Written confirmation to confirm attendance received after December 31 will not be
accepted, the applicant will be notified as such, and the applicant will not be allowed to
write that year’s Test.

After applicants have been selected by NOJAC all applications received for that year, will
be destroyed.

Applicants must provide NOJAC with a new complete application package every time they
apply.

For those applicants reapplying, Test results from previous year(s) are NOT retained and
do not influence current Test results or standings.
